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May "Your will", your decrees, commands, desires, wishes be carried out.
But WE have OUR own free will and we all know how hard it is to live in the
light of what we try to comprehend as God's plan for us here and in the
hereafter.

"Give us this day" what we need, and we should not demand more. "Our
daily bread" in Jewish scripture interpretation is one of many meanings for
"heaven".

"Forgive us" or pardon us or give up YOUR claim to punish us for our
trespasses, i.e., our intrusions, our encroachments on the comfort zones of
others, our violations of the dignity and integrity and the rights and privacy
of others.

"We forgive" and pardon, we give up our claim to punish, to be angry with
others, whether they are our significant ones or on the fringes of our
consciousness.

"Lead us not into..." enticements, allurements, and tests too strong for us to
handle alone.

But "Deliver us"... from the flip side of what is good and holy and loving i.e.,
evil..

For "Yours is the spiritual realm here" to sway, to influence us, which will
result in glory, honor and reward for all of us.

Let us try to rethink and reevaluate this universally known prayer of Jesus.
Amen.
